As of 1 January 2026, Schüco International S.C.S., which is the Schüco subsidiary in France, is distributing the majority of the steel systems from the former RP Technik GmbH in France and the French overseas territories. The RP Technik range offers its own steel system for windows, doors, fire protection and façade constructions. Schüco International KG has already held the licence to distribute this range in the same markets as for Jansen systems since 2024.
Thanks to the renewed confirmation and expansion of the partnership with Jansen, Schüco can continue to offer sustainable aluminium and steel solutions to its customers in the respective markets, covering the entire life cycle of buildings.
